“We are honored and excited to be working with such a respected organization to provide
adequate shelter, not least because of the very direct link through the Methodist Church of Haiti
with the affected communities, and the excellent reputation of the United Methodist Committee on
Relief (UMCOR) in the region.”

The Haitian Ministry of San Diego and Icology Group have pledged to work together to provide
some 20 self-assembly housing kits as a first phase in what is expected to be a long term
funding and rebuilding collaboration in Haiti.
